	Approaches to Differentiated instruction
 Differentiation does not advocate individualization. It is more likely that it is the teacher's job to understand fully the needs of every single student. So, teachers need to consider the following teaching patterns to attain differentiated instruction:
· Find ways to get to know students more intentionally and regularly.  

          -  Address the students by names.
                -  Give students the chance to establish dialogues with you.

                -  Observe students and take notes.

· Incorporate small – group teaching into daily or weekly teaching routine. 
              -  Some students become accustomed to working independently.

              - Teacher works with students who need to be taught in different ways

               -  Teacher works with students   who need assistance with basic skills.

              - Teacher works with   students who need to be pushed further than grade
                 level   expectations. 

· Learn to teach to the high end. 
· Provide challenges for highly able students.

- Continue with building support to highly able students to enable them to succeed at very high levels.

·  Offer more ways to explore and express learning.
      - Some learners like assignments that are followed by evaluation & appraisal of their efforts.

      - Some learners like to express their learning in different ways that suit their strengths like: writing, speaking, acting, …..etc.

· Regularly use informal assessments to monitor student understanding.
     - Get students to answer one or two key questions on " Exit Cards" which are not graded.
         ( Exit Cards are cards used at the end of the class period).
     - Such method can provide feedback to the teacher on who mastered an idea or skill and who are still in need of support.

     - The feedback helps teachers plan for the days a head.

· Teach in multiple ways. 

    - Part - to – whole                   - Whole- to- part              - Use examples, stories & illustrations as well as many varied methods.
·  Use basic reading strategies throughout the curriculum.
  - Read–Alouds: can be used to model the use of reading strategies that aid in comprehension.
  - Close – Reads:  Reading with an emphasis on:
· understanding your purpose in reading 

· understanding the author’s purpose in writing
· seeing ideas in a text as being interconnected
· looking for and understanding systems of meaning 
· Allow working alone or with peers. 
   Based on the content goals, teachers need to respond to the learners' preferences either to work alone or with peers, so that learning can be improved with both preferences.
· Use clear rubrics that coach for quality. 
   Clear rubrics that explain the characteristics of good work can help students do their best and can help teacher observe student progress.

· Cultivate a taste of diversity.
  When you see the world through many different eyes as a teacher, you can:

    - be aware of individual learners.

    - reach to many learners 

    - realize the potentials of the different learners.

    - develop varied methods of teaching and learning.
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
